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Cancunforhandlingerne i Københavns fodspor? 
I Cancun er der alarmerende rygter om et hemmeligt mexicansk forhandlingsoplæg, som vil bygge på Copenhagen Accord i stedet for Kyoto-protokollen.
En aftale, som bygger på de helt utilstrækkelige løfter i Copenhagen Accord, vil føre til en global temperaturstigning på op til 5 grader. Det konkluderes i en FN analyse fra 23. november. 
Danske og europæiske forhandlere må afvise en afsporing af forhandlingerne og arbejde aktivt for at erstatte Kyoto-aftalen med en ny juridisk bindende aftale. En aftale, der bygger på de reduktionsmål, der er videnskabeligt fastlagt som nødvendige for at holde temperaturstigningen på 2 grader. 

”Alene rygterne om et hemmeligt oplæg til forhandlinger bag kulisserne kan ødelægge FN forhandlingerne. Det var netop baggrunden for nogle landes blokerende protester i København” siger Henning Bo Madsen, klimatalsmand i NOAH, som selv var observatør i København. 
Nnimmo Bassey, formand for Friends of the Earth International og direktør for Friends of the Earth Nigeria udtaler fra Cancun: 
“Erstatning af Kyoto-protokollen med et system af ikke-bindende løfter vil sætte 20 års FN forhandlinger ud på sidelinien. Den eneste måde at undgå helt uacceptable klimaændringer på, er at vedtage samlede mål for reduktion af udledningerne af drivhusgasser og så fordele dem mellem landene på en retfærdig måde. Det blev vedtaget i Kyoto-forhandlingerne. Hvis man erstatter Kyoto-aftalen med et løftebaseret system i stil med Copenhagen Accord får det katastrofale konsekvenser for klimaet og verdens befolkning”.

RICH COUNTRIES MUST REJECT ANY SECRET TEXT THAT PUTS IN PLACE PROCESS THAT
COULD KILL KYOTO
 
CANCUN, MEXICO, 3 December 2010 – A new, secret text from the Mexican presidency, which would effectively begin replacing the Kyoto Protocol with the Copenhagen Accord, might be on the table this weekend at the climate talks in Cancun. Ministerial level officials are said to arrive early, before the start of the High-Level Segment next week, and may be presented with it this weekend. Friends of the Earth International is concerned by this rumor and urges countries not to accept any such
proposals should they be put forward.
 
Entrenching the Copenhagen Accord could lead to as much as 5 degrees warming, according to research released by the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP) on November 23.
 
Nnimmo Bassey, chair of Friends of the Earth International and director of Friends of the Earth Nigeria said: “Replacing the Kyoto Protocol with a system that is pledge-based would sideline 20 years of multilateral
negotiation and devastate the climate and the world’s people. It would be unjust and unacceptable.”
 
Kate Horner, Friends of the Earth U.S. said: “Displacing the legitimate negotiation process under the auspices of the UN would mean that developing countries would pay the price. The Mexican Presidency must not cater to the U.S., and delegates here in Cancun should not let the U.S. get its way.
 
Domingo Lechon, Friends of the Earth Mexico said: “Our concerns on a non-transparent process are becoming reality and it seems that the Mexican government will become responsible for killing the Kyoto Protocol. This is not what the Mexicans want, and it is not what the world wants. We need
real solutions. Mexico must not follow Denmark's bad example and avoid by all means an exclusive, un-transparent and undemocratic process that leads to lock-in of dangerous climate change, of which we will all suffer.”
 
Susann Scherbarth, Friends of the Earth Europe said: “Rich countries that are most responsible for climate change must fulfill their historical responsibility, and that means they must take on science-based and legally binding emissions obligations. The best way to ensure this happens is to continue the Kyoto Protocol. Europe has a crucial role to play in these negotiations. It must take its role seriously. This is no time for the EU to wait and hide. We call on the EU to stay strong and agree to the next
Kyoto Protocol phase.”

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ALARMING RUMORS IN CANCUN OF SECRET MEXICAN TEXT THAT COULD END KYOTO PROTOCOL, LEAD TO 5°C OF WARMING

-- Press conference today 1.30 p.m., Luna, Azteca building, Moon Palace --

CANCUN, MEXICO, 3 December 2010 -- Rumors of a secret Mexican text that would essentially replace the Kyoto Protocol with the Copenhagen Accord, leading to a dangerous and unacceptable climate change of up to 5°C (9°F) have begun circulating here.

Ministerial level officials are now planning to arrive well in advance of the High-Level Segment, which was scheduled to start next week. Some observers expect the Mexican presidency to present the secret text to Ministers as early as Saturday evening.

Civil society advocates responded to the rumors by demanding that delegates reject any attempts to introduce such a text into the conference. Replacing the aggregate global emission targets that are supposed to be negotiated under the Kyoto Protocol with the non-binding pledges of the Accord could, according to a UN analysis released November 23, set the planet on a course for devastating changes by the end of the century -- as much as 5°C (9°F) of warming.

"There is a clear way that UN negotiations work and succeed. We saw it earlier this year in biodiversity negotiations. We saw it when the Climate Convention and Kyoto were ratified. But we did not see it in Copenhagen and we are not seeing it here. Without a fair process we will never see a fair outcome. We must not let Cancun repeat Copenhagen." Chee Yoke Ling of the Third World Network said.

"The only way to avoid wholly unacceptable climate change impacts is to set aggregate, science-based emission reduction targets, and then to allocate them between countries in a just way. That was agreed to under the Kyoto Protocol negotiations. Replacing the Kyoto Protocol with a pledge-based system along the lines of the Copenhagen Accord would be devastating to the climate and the world's people. It would be unjust and unacceptable." Nnimmo Bassey, chair of Friends of the Earth International said.

"Even a three degree world would condemn millions of the world's poorest people to a devastating future of hunger, weather disasters and increased conflict. Entrenching the Copenhagen Accord exposes us to those risks, and even much worse. As much as 5 degrees of warming could occur according to
research just released by UNEP. I wouldn't think that the Mexican government would want to be responsible for establishing the system that locks in dangerous climate change rather than stops it." Sivan Kartha, senior scientist at the Stockholm Environment Institute said.
